City Attorney Johnson answered that the first violation requires a minimum penalty of the fine. 
The City Council could enforce a larger penalty, but they could not remove the minimum 
penalty.  

 
Motion:  Acting Mayor Husnik made a Motion to determine that Forest Hills Golf Course failed their 
2023 liquor license compliance check and moved to impose a minimum of the following penalty: first 
violation within 24 months: $500 civil penalty.  
 Motion seconded by Councilmember Erickson.  Motion carried 4-0. 
 

A representative from Norman Quack’s Chophouse reviewed their alcohol compliance failure. 
The representative shared the training the staff completes to follow alcohol compliance.  
 
Acting Mayor Husnik thanked the representative for their time.   
 

Motion:  Councilmember Erickson made a Motion to determine that Norman Quack’s Chophouse failed 
their 2023 liquor license compliance check and moved to impose a minimum of the following penalty:

Councilmember Roberts shared support for the businesses for improving their alcohol 
compliance process.

Interim City Administrator Handt reviewed a donation made by the Forest Lake Lions to hold a 
scam class and presentation at the senior center.  

 
Motion:  Councilmember Roberts made a Motion to Adopt Resolution No 03-11-24-02 Accepting the 
Donation from the Forest Lake Lions for the scam class and presentation at the senior center, with 
gratitude. 
Motion seconded by Councilmember Erickson.  Motion carried 4-0. 
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d) Cellular Land Lease at 834 4th Street SW – Amanda Johnson  
City Attorney Johnson provided background regarding the lease of the monopole cell tower 
located at 843 SW 4th Street. The City negotiated a new lease with Crown Castle to increase 
revenue and allow the ability to relocate. 

 
Councilmember Erickson voiced approval of the new lease with the opportunity to increase 
revenue. 

 

Motion:  Councilmember Erickson made a Motion to Approve the Cellular Land Lease at 834 4th Street 
SW with minor modifications to update the signatures. 
Motion seconded by Councilmember Valento.  Motion carried 4-0. 
 

e) Public Safety Dollar Expenditures – Rick Peterson/Alan Newman 
Police Chief Peterson reviewed the Public Safety Aids enacted by the 2023 Minnesota 
Legislature. The City received $917,572 in public safety aid. Police Chief Peterson and Fire Chief 
Newman provided recommendations on how to spend the funding.  

 
Councilmember Valento asked about when the discussion about the remaining money would be 
held. 
 
Interim City Administrator Handt answered that they are waiting on the discussion surrounding 
retention bonuses and the additional funding until more research can be completed. 

 

Motion:  Councilmember Valento made a Motion to Approve the purchase of the recommended Police 
and Fire equipment totaling $451,344 using public safety money. 
Motion seconded by Councilmember Erickson.  Motion carried 4-0. 
 
8. Discussion 

a) Parks Discussion Preview – Dave Adams 
Public Works Director Adams highlighted specific items for the City Councilmembers to review 
prior to next week’s workshop. These items include special events, athletic field maintenance, 
and Beltz Park Project. He encouraged the City Council to review these items and determine 
questions prior to the next meeting.  
 
Councilmember Erickson stated appreciation for the materials. 
 
Councilmember Valento requested action to fill the Parks and Recreation Board. 
 
Acting Mayor Husnik asked if there had been advertisements for the Parks and Recreation 
Board. 
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Community Development Director Wittman shared that there have been applicants but not 
enough for a full board.  
 
Informational; no action required. 
 

b) Washington County Environmental Center-TH 61 & Headwaters Parkway Intersection – Signal 
Pole Color Discussion – Ryan Goodman 
City Engineer Goodman requested input for the signal pole colors at TH 61 & Headwaters 
Parkway. He provided examples of different signal pole color options along with the existing 
pole colors.   
 
Councilmember Erickson asked whether black would be a good option. He asked if other poles 
could be repainted to have consistency. 
 
Councilmember Roberts preferred blue and asked about the lighting standards. The other 
Councilmembers were in favor of blue.  

 
9. Staff Updates 

Community Development Director Wittman stated the vendor applications for Arts in the Park are 
still open. They are seeking outside partnerships. She stated half of the community garden plots are 
available for the summer. 
 
City Attorney Johnson shared there are interview panels scheduled for Thursday for the City 
Administrator position. She requested input from the City Council on the interview process.  
 
Councilmember Roberts answered that it would be essential to review the salary requirements to 
make sure there is alignment. Councilmember Erickson encouraged the City Council to look for the 
best options and consider additional candidates. Acting Mayor Husnik encouraged consideration of 
all candidates. 
 
City Engineer Goodman stated bids were received for the 2024 Local Street Maintenance Project. He 
shared the water efficiency grants ends June 30. City Engineer Goodman stated that there is an 
open house on Monday, March 18, for the Broadway Maintenance Project. He explained the road 
closure on 12th Street would start on March 26. The road improvements grant results will be 
announced in April. The first public open house regarding Eureka Avenue will be April 15 and there 
will be a presentation at City Council on April 22. 
 
Fire Chief Newman shared that Forest Lake is at high risk for forest fires. He explained the process to 
acquire a burn permit and how to look up wildfire risks.  
 

10.  Mayor and City Council Updates 
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Councilmember Valento shared about the League City Day on the Hill and about bills that would 
potentially impact housing in Forest Lake. 
  
Acting Mayor Husnik reviewed information from the Airport Commission meeting, including the 
capital improvement plan and hanger rent increases.  
 

11.  Closed Session 
Motion:  Acting Mayor Husnik made a Motion to Move into Closed Session Pursuant to Minnesota 
Statutes §13D.05 Subdivision (b) for a confidential attorney-client discussion regarding threatened 
litigation re contract dispute with Taylor West contract for the Downtown Stormwater BMP’s 
0N1.126684. 
Motion seconded by Councilmember Valento.  Motion carried 4-0. 
 
Motion by Council member Husnik to return to open session.  Motion seconded by Councilmember 
Erickson.  Motion carried 4-0.

BACKGROUND: 

The City of Forest Lake and the Forest Lake Area Athletic Association (FLAAA) have entered into 
an annual Athletic Facilities Use Agreement for the past four years.  This agreement provides all 
sports teams within FLAAA first priority in scheduling the use of all city athletic facilities.  This 
agreement from last year expired on December 31, 2023 and both parties are interested in 
entering into an agreement for 2024.  

ISSUE BEFORE COUNCIL: 

Should the Council like to enter into the Athletic Facilities Use Agreement with the Forest Lake 
Area Athletic Association for 2024?   

PROPOSAL/ANALYSIS: 

While a majority of the agreement remains the same from last year, staff did recommend the 
following changes for 2024 based on feedback from the 2023 season:    

1. Season Schedules:  FLAAA teams will be required to reserve the total time needed for a
practice or game, which will include any time needed for field preparation prior to a
game or post-event field dragging so the fields are not reserved by others during those
times.

2. Permit Fees:  The City will collect a total of $30,000 from FLAAA in 2024, opposed to
$27,690 in 2022 and 2023.

3. Tournaments:  Aside from the annual FLAAA Fast and Furious Tournament which is
including as part of this agreement, any other tournaments hosted by FLAAA will be
subject to a Tournament Gate Fee of $50.00 per team, per tournament, as indicated in
the City of Forest Lake Fee Schedule for 2024.

4. Concessions Lease Agreement:  Per legal counsel, the City will enter into a separate
agreement for the operation of the concession stand at Fenway Park.

This agreement has been reviewed and approved by legal counsel and has been shared with 
FLAAA President, Al Hauge, who is in agreement with the proposed agreement for 2024. 
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FISCAL IMPACT: 

The City will receive a total of $30,000 in revenue for field use from the Forest Lake Area 
Athletic Association.  This revenue offsets some of the costs for the City associated operations, 
including field scheduling and maintenance. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff recommend entering into the Athletic Facilities Use Agreement with the Forest Lake Area 
Athletic Association for 2024.

ATHLETIC FACILITIES USE AGREEMENT  

 

THIS ATHLETIC FACILITIES USE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into 
this ____ day of _____________, 2024 by and between the City of Forest Lake, a Minnesota 
municipal corporation located at 1408 Lake Street South, Forest Lake, Minnesota 55025 (“City”) 
and The Forest Lake Athletic Association d/b/a Forest Lake Area Athletic Association, a 
Minnesota non-profit corporation, doing business at 943 9th Avenue SW, Forest Lake, Minnesota, 
(“Association”) (each sometimes hereinafter called “party,” and both sometimes collectively 
called “parties”).   

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of Fenway Park, Kulenkamp Park, and Schilling Park, 
(“City Parks”), which includes athletic fields and facilities (“Athletic Facilities”); and   

WHEREAS, the Association is a non-profit corporation dedicated to supporting and 
participating in the positive development of youth and adult recreational activities; its members 
are local recreational programs servicing the Forest Lake Area School District; and   

WHEREAS, the Association has expressed interest in being a significant user of the City 
Parks and desires to enter into an agreement to secure use of the Athletic Facilities for its members’ 
recreational programs; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to provide the Association with priority use of the Athletic 
Facilities; and 

WHEREAS, the purpose of this Agreement is to define the rights and obligations of the 
parties with respect to the use of the Athletic Facilities during the term of this Agreement. 

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the parties hereby agree as 
follows:  

1. TERM:  This agreement shall be effective beginning ________________________, 2024 
and terminate December 31, 2024, unless otherwise terminated by either party pursuant to 
paragraph 21.   
 

2. PRIORITY USE:  Association shall have priority over other users in reserving the 
Athletic Facilities or a portion thereof for its members’ recreational programs (“Priority 
Use”). Priority Use is limited to games and practices during the regular season and does 
not include tournaments. For the purposes of this Agreement the Association’s member 
recreational programs are: 
 

a. Forest Lake Youth Football 
b. Forest Lake Baseball Association 
c. Forest Lake Fastpitch Association 
d. Forest Lake Lacrosse 
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(collectively “Member Recreational Programs”).  

3. SEASON SCHEDULE:  Association understands that the Forest Lake School District 
(“School District”) does the scheduling for the City Athletic Facilities and shall provide 
the School District with a schedule for each of its Member Recreational Programs for 
approval. The following data shall be included as part of the schedule: 
 

a. Requested dates, times, total number of fields needed, and whether 
concessions will be used; 

1. Schedule must reflect the actual use time of the facility, including 
time needed for field preparation and/or post-event dragging. (e.g. 
If fields are needed beginning at 1:00 pm for field preparation for a 
5:00 pm game that ends at 7:00 pm, the types of use must be stated 
instead of just showing field use time from as 1:00 pm – 7:00 pm). 

b. Total number of registrations for the Member Recreational Program 
including demographic information (e.g. specific sport and team, age, and 
gender) 

(collectively “Season Schedule”). 

Association shall provide the information listed above no later than twenty (20) days prior 
to the beginning of the Member Recreational Program season (“Schedule Deadline”). In 
addition, Association shall provide details regarding the type of use (e.g. game or practice) 
promptly and ongoing as the type of use is determined by Association and Member 
Recreational Programs.  

If the Association fails to submit accurate Season Schedules as listed in Section 3, a and b, 
it shall be considered a breach of this Agreement and in addition to any and all remedies 
provided at law, the City may prohibit the Association from using the Athletic Facilities 
and the Member Recreational Program shall no longer receive Priority Use. 

If the Association fails to meet the Schedule Deadline, it shall be considered a breach of 
this Agreement and in addition to any and all remedies provided at law, the City may 
prohibit the Association from using the Athletic Facilities and the Member Recreational 
Program shall no longer receive Priority Use. The School District shall review the Season 
Schedule and notify Association of any concerns or conflicts within seven (7) days of 
receipt. Association acknowledges and agrees that City shall have final approval of Season 
Schedule at City’s sole discretion.  

The parties acknowledge that recreational activities may be weather dependent and 
therefore, Season Schedules may be modified in writing by the consent of both parties as 
needed.  

4. TOURNAMENTS: This Agreement does not include the use of the Athletic Facilities for 
tournaments or other special events.  Tournaments or special events include, but are not 
limited to, any activities that have any of the following: multiple associations, multiple 
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communities, public attendance is expected, merchandise vendors, food/beverage sale 
vendors, alcohol sales, inflatable bouncers, amplified music, amusement rides or games, or 
any similar services or activities.  The Association shall obtain a Special Event Permit from 
the City in order to hold such tournament or special event at least 60 days prior to 
tournament or event date.   
 

5. PERMIT PAYMENT:  Association shall pay City the following: 
 

a. $15,000 due on or before May 15, 2024; and 
b. $15,000 due on or before September 16, 2024. 

A failure to pay in full by either of the due dates specified above shall constitute a breach 
of this Agreement pursuant to paragraph 21. 

 
6. CITY RESPONSIBILITIES:  City agrees to the following responsibilities: 

 
a. Provide maintenance to the Athletic Facilities including grass cutting and trimming, 

blowing, weed control, fertilization, aerating, and irrigation system maintenance 
and repair, as determined necessary in the City’s sole discretion. 

b. Employ good faith efforts to maintain the Athletic Facilities in a satisfactory, safe, 
playable condition in accordance with best practices employed for the maintenance 
of similar facilities, and in compliance with general City maintenance standards.  

c. Empty all trash and recycling receptacles at the Athletic Facilities on a regular 
basis.  

d. Provide temporary restrooms as needed, at City’s discretion. 
e. Prepare multi-use fields for Lacrosse and Football as needed for Member 

Recreational Programs. 
f. Manage and maintain the scheduling of Athletic Facilities activities and events. 

City reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to contract with a third-party to manage 
and maintain the scheduling for Association Member Recreational Programs.  
 

7. ASSOCIATION RESPONSIBILITIES:  Association agrees to the following 
responsibilities: 
 

a. Drag and chalk athletic fields for as needed for Member Recreational Programs. 
b. Return athletic fields to good condition after every use, including but not limited 

to, raking the batter areas, pitching mound and around bases. 
c. Empty all trash and recycling after every time Association uses the Athletic 

Facilities.  
d. Provide Forest Lake School District with Season Schedules as required in 

paragraph 3.  
e. Provide City with proof of insurance as required in paragraph 19. 
f. Provide payment as required in paragraph 5. 
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g. Attend annual meeting with City by February 28, 2024. 
 

8. CONCESSION OPERATIONS:  Association may operate the concession stand within 
the Athletic Facilities during Association tournaments or special events, provided the 
Association execute a Concessions Agreement with the City.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                      
 

9. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS:  Association shall comply with all applicable park rules 
and regulations, City and County Ordinances, and State Statutes, at their sole expense.  
Failure to comply may result in a breach of contract and termination of contract.   
 

10. REPAIRS, MAINTENANCE, AND CLEANUP:  Association shall inform City 
promptly of any needed repairs or maintenance resulting from Association use. 
Association shall submit a written notice to the City’s Public Works Department to notify 
City of any needed repairs or maintenance. Association agrees to repair, replace or 
compensate the City for any damage or excessive cleanup costs at the Athletic Facilities 
related to use of the Athletic Facilities by Association members. Damage does not 
include ordinary wear and tear on the athletic fields.    
 

11. RIGHT OF ENTRANCE:  Association acknowledges and agrees that it is a non-
exclusive user of the Athletic Facilities and has no authority to prevent access to the 
Athletic Facilities by any other users or the general public to the extent they do not conflict 
with scheduled Priority Uses. The City shall have the right to enter the Athletic Facilities 
at all times and shall have free access at all times to all spaces occupied by Association 
activities.  Association may not change or alter any locks at the Athletic Facilities without 
prior written approval by City. 
 

12. CANCELLATIONS DUE TO WEATHER OR HEALTH RISKS:  City reserves the 
right to cancel or suspend Field and Athletic Facilities use when conditions could result in 
injury, risk to individual safety or health or cause damage to the Athletic Facilities. This 
includes cancellations when the health or safety of individuals is threatened due to 
impending conditions, included by not limited to heavy rains, poor drainage, poor air 
quality, high winds, or public health risks. City shall make a good faith effort to notify the 
Association by 2:00 pm on any day when the Athletic Facilities shall be closed. Association 
shall be responsible for notifying its Member Recreational Programs.  

 
13. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS:  The City is responsible for Capital Improvements at 

Athletic Facilities which shall be made at its sole discretion.  Association shall submit a 
written list of Capital Improvements recommendations to the City’s Park and Recreation 
Department by April 15 annually. 
 

14. FIXTURES AND INFRASTRUCTURE:  All existing fixtures, permanent signs, 
landscaping, scoreboards and permanently installed infrastructure, including but not 
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limited to the concession stand and shed at the Athletic Facilities shall remain property of 
the City but may be used by the Association during the term of this Agreement.  
 

15. EQUIPMENT AND PERSONAL PROPERTY: Association’s equipment and personal 
property must be removed from Athletic Facilities when not being actively used by the 
Member Recreational Programs.  The City is not liable for destruction, theft, vandalism, or 
other loss or damage to any equipment or personal property. 
 

16. ALTERATIONS, ADDITIONS, IMPROVEMENTS:  Association shall not make any 
permanent alteration, addition or improvements to the Athletic Facilities without prior 
written approval from the City.  Association does not need to obtain the City’s consent for 
temporary improvements made by the Association to the Athletic Facilities necessary to 
host a game, including but not limited to, portable toilets, temporary fencing, temporary 
signage, and trash receptacles. Any fixtures, furnishings, infrastructure, or items 
permanently added to the Athletic Facilities following written approval by the City shall 
become property of the City upon termination or expiration of this agreement and may not 
be removed prior to the termination or expiration of this agreement unless specifically 
permitted by the City. 
 
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Association owns and shall continue to own upon 
termination or expiration of this Agreement, the two storage pods on the Athletic Facilities 
and any personal equipment or effects stored at the Athletic Facilities.  
 

17. ADVERTISING ON BASEBALL AND SOFTBALL FIELDS 
Association may sell advertising on baseball and softball fields with prior approval from 
the City. Association shall follow City Sign Code, including obtaining a sign permit if 
required.   
 

18. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS:  Association shall comply, and cause its employees and 
volunteers to comply, with all laws, ordinance and regulations applicable to the operation, 
use, or maintenance of the Athletic Facilities. 
 

19. INSURANCE AND INDEMNIFICATION:  At all times during the term of this 
Agreement, and at no expense to the City, Association shall maintain the following forms 
of insurance and include the City as an additional insured:  
 

a. General Liability Insurance:  This includes products liability insurance and 
completed operations, contractual liability coverage, and personal injury and 
advertising coverage in the amount of $1,500,000 per occurrence, $2,000,000 
aggregate on account of bodily or personal injuries, including death, or on account 
of property damage arising from or related to the use of the Athletic Facilities. 
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b. Worker’s Compensation Insurance:  Worker’s compensation in at least the 
minimum amount required by applicable Minnesota Statutes.  
 

c. Business Automobile Liability Insurance:  Business automobile liability 
insurance in the amount of at least $1,500,000 per person, $2,000,000 per accident 
on account of bodily and personal injury, including death, or on account of property 
damage arising from or caused, directly or indirectly, by Associations acts or 
omissions in the performance of this agreement and covering the use of all 
automobiles, trucks, and other motor vehicles utilized by Association and 
Associations agents, employees or volunteers in connection with this Agreement. 
The insurance shall be a per occurrence policy. 

Association shall provide evidence of such insurance prior to execution of this Agreement 
and at any subsequent time upon request of the City.   

20. HOLD HARMLESS:  Associations agrees that it shall be solely responsible for any and 
all liability arising in any way, manner or form out of the utilization of the Athletic 
Facilities for its activities and events, including but not limited to, damages incurred by or 
to individuals, groups, organizations, and neighboring properties, motor vehicles (whether 
in the parking lot or adjoining roads), or other personal property. Association shall hold 
harmless and defend and indemnify the City, its officers, agents, and employees, from any 
and all claims, actions, suits, of any character brought for or on account of any claimed or 
alleged injuries or damages received by any person or property whatsoever arising out of 
the utilization of Athletic Facilities, including the concession stand. Association must 
submit notice of any injuries, claims, or suits to the City within thirty (30) days of receipt 
of such notice.   
 

21. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT:  City may terminate this Agreement upon thirty 
(30) days’ written notice to the Association, except that City may terminate this Agreement 
immediately upon: 
 

a. Breach of any of the terms of this Agreement by Association, including but not 
limited to a failure by Association to make timely payments pursuant to paragraph 
3; 

 
b. The filing of a petition to have Association adjudicated bankrupt or a petition for 

reorganization or arrangement under any laws of the United States related to 
bankruptcy filed by Association;  
 

c. The failure of Association to purchase, maintain, or provide evidence of the 
insurance coverage required under this Agreement; and 

 
d. The failure of Association to provide City with timely Season Schedules as required 

in paragraph 3.  
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The Association may terminate this Agreement via written notice immediately upon 
payment of any outstanding fees to the City.  

22. MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT:  Any modification to this Agreement or 
additional obligation assumed by either party in connection with this Agreement shall be 
binding only if evidenced in a writing signed by each party. 
 

23. SEVERABILITY CLAUSE:  In case any provision in this Agreement shall be invalid, 
illegal or unenforceable, the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining 
provisions shall not in any way be affected or impaired thereby and such provision shall be 
ineffective only to the extent of such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability. 
 

24. GOVERNING LAW:  It is agreed that this Agreement shall be governed by, construed, 
and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Minnesota.

BACKGROUND: 
The Deputy Clerk position has been vacant since fall 2023. Around that time the city also 
engaged David Drown Associates (DDA) to complete an organizational/staffing study. One 
of the recommendations from that study is to hire a City Clerk, rather than replace the 
Deputy Clerk position. The city council discussed those changes at the January 22nd and 
February 12th meeting where they authorized staff to advertise for applicants for city 
clerk.  
 
The city has received 16 applications for the position. Five individuals were invited in for 
interviews.  Kevin Knopik, Dawn Bugge and I interviewed four of them on March 8th and 
are recommending the council hire Jolleen Chaika. 
 
ISSUE BEFORE COUNCIL: 
Should the Council hire Jolleen Chaika at the terms described below? 
 
PROPOSAL/ANALYSIS: 
Staff recommendation is to hire Jolleen Chaika as City Clerk with pay at the grade 13, Step 
2 rate for non-union employees.  Furthermore, she would be granted 32 hours of vacation 
at her start date and accrue at the rate of 4.6154 hours per pay period.  
 
Chaika is currently the City Clerk in Lino Lakes, worked previously for Washington and 
Chisago counties and was Forest Lake Deputy Clerk a few years ago. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
While the 2024 budget did not provide for a city clerk position, by having the position 
start more than a quarter into the year and replace the deputy clerk position, the increase 
in salary will not negatively impact the 2024 budget. 2024 Budget for the Deputy Clerk 
was $110,937. The actual 2024 expenses for the City Clerk is estimated at $91,600.  
 
Furthermore, as mentioned at the February 12th meeting, I proposed the city move 
forward with the City Clerk and Administrative Services Director this year.  So, while four 
positions (Administrator, Assistant Administrator, Deputy Clerk and HR positions) were 
included in the budget only 3 (Administrator, Administrative Services Director and City 
Clerk) will be filled.  The fourth position (HR) had a budget of about $120,000.  Those 
funds can be redistributed to cover the cost increases resulting from the change in the 
other three positions leaving the city with no negative fiscal impact in 2024. 
 
OPTIONS: 

1) Hire Chaika as City Clerk at the terms described above. 
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2) Offer the position to Chaika under different terms. 
3) Offer position to another candidate. 
4) Re-advertise the position for applicants.

BACKGROUND: 
Municipalities in Washington County are responsible for establishing and 
maintaining municipal recycling programs. The County provides educational, 
financial and technical assistance to local governments to aid these programs. 
Grant funding levels are dependent on municipality household counts and 
recycling program activities. Based upon the number of households in Forest Lake 
the city is eligible to apply for base funding of $20,000 each year.  Base funding 
covers administrative and program expenses to sustain existing programs and 
covers the BASIC category of the recycling continuum. 
 
The City of Forest Lake last received a grant in 2020.  An application was 
submitted for 2024 and approved by the county pending council approval. 
 
ISSUE BEFORE COUNCIL: 
Should the Council approve the Grant Agreement for Municipal Recycling Grant 
Distribution? 
 
PROPOSAL/ANALYSIS: 
The grant requires the city to use all recycling grant money received in 2024 as a 
result of this Agreement, for base funding activities, recycling projects, and public 
education related to recycling.  Eligible activities are outlined on page 8 of the 
grant.  Our application proposed to use 75% of the grant funds ($15,000) for 
administrative purposes like covering salary of the city clerk who will be 
responsible for communication efforts that include recycling promotion.  The 
other funds ($5,000) were proposed for the public education and promotion 
category. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT: 
There were no recycling grant funds included in the 2024 budget so this is new, 
additional  $20,000 in revenue for the city. The city can pursue additional specific 
project funding if need be for things like new recycling receptacles, shredding 
events, etc.

FOR 
MUNICIPAL RECYCLING GRANT DISTRIBUTION 

 
THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between the County of Washington, 
hereinafter referred to as the "County", and the City of Forest Lake, 1408 Lake Street South, 
Forest Lake, MN 55025, hereinafter referred to as the "Grantee". 
 
WHEREAS, the County desires to encourage and provide opportunities for residential recycling 
to reduce the County's reliance on solid waste disposal facilities, and 
 
WHEREAS, the Washington County Board of Commissioners has budgeted funds to be used to 
further develop recycling projects in the County. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows: 
  
1. Term: 
 

The term of the Agreement shall be from the date this Agreement is approved by the 
County to December 31, 2024. 
 

2. The County's Obligations: 
 
The County will pay the Grantee an amount of up to $20,000.00 which is to be used for 
recycling program expenses in 2024.  Payment will be within 60 days of execution of this 
Agreement.  
 

3. The Grantee's Obligations: 
 

a. The Grantee agrees to follow their 2024 Municipal Recycling Grant Application and 
the guidelines therein (Exhibit A). 
 

b. The Grantee will use all recycling grant money received in 2024 as a result of this 
Agreement, for base funding activities, recycling projects, and public education 
related to recycling, as indicated in Exhibit A.  If all recycling grant funds are not 
used within the grant period, the Grantee must return unexpended funds to the 
County unless the County approves utilizing the unspent funds for recycling 
projects the following year.   
 

c. The Grantee shall sign and return this Agreement to the County by July 1, 2024.  
Failure to do so will result in a reduction or loss of grant funds.  
 

d. The Grantee agrees to support State efforts in obtaining hauler reports by ensuring 
compliance through ordinance, contract or license requirements and the ability to 
exercise punitive actions, if needed.  
 

e. The Grantee will prepare and submit annual work plan project reports to the 
County.  The reports shall cover the time period from January 1 to December 31 
and shall be submitted to the County by January 31st of the year following the 
reporting period. The annual reports are available on the County’s Municipal 
Recycling Grant Application and Reporting software (Re-TRAC Connect). 
 

f. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Sections 115A.46 and 115A.471, all waste 
generated by city/township government activities (including city/town halls, public

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works buildings, parks, and for city/townships that arrange for waste services on 
behalf of their residents) shall be delivered to the Ramsey/Washington Recycling 
and Energy Center in Newport for disposal.  Failure to comply with this provision 
shall constitute a breach of this Grant Agreement. 

g. The parties agree that if the Grantee contracts or otherwise arranges for municipal
solid waste hauling service on behalf of its residents and/or businesses and the
Grantee issues bills for this service, the Grantee shall bill the County Environmental
Charge (CEC) as a separate line item on the solid waste bill and shall make
reasonable effort to collect the CEC.  Exception to this provision is if the licensed
hauler collected the CEC for the previous year.  All County Environmental Charges
collected shall be remitted to the County according to section 14.5 of Washington
County Ordinance #178 or its replacement, Ordinance #194, effective July 1st, 2014.
Failure of the Grantee to comply with this provision shall constitute a breach of this
Grant Agreement and will result in loss of grant funds.

4. Indemnification and Insurance:

a. The Grantee agrees it will defend, indemnify and hold harmless the County, its 
officers and employees against any and all liability, loss, costs, damages, and 
expenses which the County, its officers, or employees may hereafter sustain, incur, 
or be required to pay arising out of the negligent or willful acts or omissions of the 
Grantee in the performance of this agreement.

b. The Grantee agrees that in order to protect itself, as well as the County, under the 
indemnity provisions set forth above, it will at all times during the term of this Agreement, 
keep in force the following insurance protection in the limits specified:

1. Commercial General Liability with Contractual liability coverage in the amount of
$1,500,000 per occurrence with a $3,000,000 aggregate. An excess or umbrella liability 
policy may be used in conjunction with primary coverage limits to meet the minimum 
limit requirements.

2. Automobile coverage in the amount of $1,500,000 on a combined single limit basis and 
include hired and non-owned.

3. Worker’s Compensation in statutory amount. (if applicable)

Washington County shall be listed as additional insured as it relates to Commercial General 
Liability and Automobile Liability. 

Prior to the effective date of this Contract, the Grantee will furnish the County with a current 
and valid proof of insurance certificate indicating insurance coverage in the amounts required 
by this Contract. This certificate of insurance shall be on file with the County throughout the 
term of the Contract. As a condition subsequent to this Contract, Grantee shall ensure that the 
certificate of insurance provided to the County will at all times be current. The parties agree 
that failure by the Grantee to maintain a current certificate of insurance with the County shall 
be a substantial breach of the Contract and payments on the Contract shall be withheld by the 
County until a certificate of insurance showing current insurance coverage in amounts required 
by the Contract is provided to the County. 
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Any policy obtained and maintained under this clause shall provide that it shall not be 
cancelled, materially changed, or not renewed without thirty days’ notice thereof to the 
County. 

5. Data Practices:
All data collected, created, received, maintained, or disseminated for any purposes by the 
activities of Grantee because of this Agreement is governed by the Minnesota 
Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as amended, the 
Minnesota Rules implementing such Act now in force or as adopted, as well as Federal 
regulations on data privacy.

6. Condition Subsequent:
It is understood and agreed that in the event that reimbursement to the County from 
state sources is not obtained and continued at a level sufficient to allow the Grant, the 
obligations of each party hereunder shall thereupon be reviewed to determine the 
necessity of renegotiating all or parts of this Agreement.

7. Records Availability and Retention:
Pursuant to Minnesota Statute Section 16C.05, Subd. 5, the Grantee agrees that the 
County, the State Auditor, or any of their duly authorized representatives at any time 
during normal business hours and as often as they may reasonably deem necessary, shall 
have access to and the right to examine, audit, excerpt, and transcribe any books, 
documents, papers, records, etc. which are pertinent to the accounting practices and 
procedures of the Grantee and involve transactions relating to this Agreement.
Grantee agrees to maintain these records for a period of six (6) years from the date of 
termination of this Agreement.

8. Independent Contractor:
Nothing contained in this Agreement is intended or should be construed as creating the 
relationship of co-partners or joint ventures with the County.  No tenure or any rights or 
benefits, including Worker's Compensation, Unemployment Insurance, medical care, sick 
leave, vacation leave, severance pay, PERA, or other benefits available to County 
employees, shall accrue to the Grantee or employees of the Grantee performing services 
under this Agreement.

9. Nondiscrimination:

The Grantee agrees to comply with the nondiscrimination provision set forth in Minnesota 

Statute 181.59 and not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, color, or national origin. 

The Grantee’s failure to comply with this requirement may result in cancellation or
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termination of the Contract, and all money due or to become due under the Contract may 
be forfeited for a second or any subsequent violation of the terms or conditions of this 
Contract. 

10. Firearms Prohibited:

Unless specifically required by the terms of this Contract or the person it is subject to an
exception provided by 18 USC§ 926B or 926C (LEOSA) no provider of services pursuant to
this Contract or subcontractors shall carry or possess a firearm on County premises or
while acting on behalf of Washington County pursuant to the terms of this Contract.
Violation of this provision is grounds for immediate suspension or termination of this
Contract.

11. Noncompliance by Grantee:

If the County finds that there has been a failure to comply with the provisions of this
Agreement, the County may terminate the Agreement at any time following seven (7) days
written notice to the Grantee and upon failure of the Grantee to cure the default within
the seven day period.  The County will require the Grantee to repay the grant funds in full
or in a portion determined by the County.  Nothing herein shall be construed so as to limit
the County's legal remedies to recover grant funds.

12. Termination:

This Agreement may be canceled by either party upon thirty (30) days written notice.
Notice to the Cities shall be mailed to the City Administrator or to the City Clerk if there is
no Administrator.  Notice to Townships shall be mailed to the Township Clerk.  Notice shall
be sent to the official business address of the City or Township.  Notice to the County shall
be mailed to: Department of Public Health and Environment, 14949 62nd Street N, PO Box
6, Stillwater, MN 55082-0006.

13. Merger and Modification:

a. It is understood and agreed that the entire Agreement between the parties is
contained here and that this Agreement supersedes all oral agreements and
negotiations between the parties relating to the subject matter.  All items referred
to in this Agreement are incorporated or attached and are deemed to be part of
this Agreement.

b. Any material alterations, variations, modifications, or waivers of provisions of this
Agreement shall be valid only when they have been reduced to writing as an
Amendment and signed by the parties.

14. Force Majeure Events::
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For purposes of this agreement, “Force Majeure” refers to an event that by its nature is 
unforeseen, or, if it was foreseen, was beyond reasonable control by either party. With a 
Force Majeure event, the parties agree to 1) make an attempt to reschedule any such 
municipally planned events impacted included but not limited to community clean-ups, 
collection events, planned performances, and promotional campaigns, or 2) substitute the 
impacted event with other acceptable recycling efforts as outline in Exhibit A of this 
agreement.

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2024 Municipal Recycling Grant Guidelines 
 

 
Municipalities in Washington County are responsible for establishing and maintaining municipal 
recycling programs. The County provides educational, financial and technical assistance to local 
governments to aid these programs. The County’s municipal recycling grant program assists 
municipalities with recycling program expenses.  
 
Grant funding levels are dependent on municipality household counts and recycling program activities. 
Municipalities are encouraged to apply for the maximum level of funding. Four levels of grant funding 
are available: 
 

1. Base Funding: funding to cover administrative and program expenses to sustain existing 
programs and covers the BASIC category of the recycling continuum. Base funding is dependent 
on the number of households in a community.  

2. Project Funding: funding to target specific grant projects that are related to achieving recycling 
goals and covers projects contained in the IMPROVED and ADVANCED categories of the 
recycling continuum.  

3. Incentive Funding: funding for one-time special projects or purchases that cannot be covered 
with project funding. Project funding shall be used for before incentive funding is applied for. 

4.  Shared Resources Funding: funding for collaboration among multiple municipalities.  

I. Eligibility Requirements 
To receive funding through the Washington County municipal recycling grant program, municipalities 
must meet the following eligibility requirements: 
 

1. A municipality’s curbside recycling program shall be established by; 1) ordinance, 2) contracted 

with a hauler, or 3) a hauler be licensed to operate within the municipality.  

2. Municipality must support State efforts in obtaining hauler reports by ensuring compliance 

through ordinance, contract or license requirements and the ability to exercise punitive actions, 

as needed. 

3. All multi-unit dwellings (4 or more units) must have recycling service available.  

4. At a minimum, the municipality must meet or plan to meet the components under the BASIC 

category of the recycling continuum (see page 8).  

5. At a minimum, municipal staff must participate in two recycling coordinator meetings and one 

meeting with PHE staff per year to develop the grant project work plan(s).  

6. Supply Verification of Compliance with Minnesota Statute 115.471 and 115A.46 Public Entities 

Law (if applicable). 

7. Submit completed previous grant cycle expenditures and project final reports. 

8. Submit complete application and project(s) form, as applicable.  

  Complete projects and performance measures outlined on the application or return 

funds for incomplete projects.  

9. Continue to make progress along the municipal recycling performance continuum.  
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Washington County, on behalf of State requirements, reserves the right to withhold any and all funding 
from municipalities for; 1) failure to report on previous grant activities of a municipality (not in good 
effort), 2) failure to complete application and project work plans and 3) failure to not actively engaging 
with PHE staff in grant funding activities and the execution of projects.  
 

II. Funding Application 
Municipalities must complete a funding application by February 29th, 2024, to receive grant funding. 
Applications and yearly work plan(s) must be submitted using Re-TRAC Connect.   
 

III. Grant Funding Allocation 
Funding is separated into four (4) categories: 
 

1. Base funding: funding for activities that sustain the municipalities existing recycling program. 

This includes funding for administration of a recycling ordinance, resident questions, completing 

the municipal grant application, work plan(s) and annual report, residential recycling 

information, website maintenance, and meeting the BASIC category of the continuum, which 

can be found on page 8. The table below shows how base funding is determined for each 

community. 

# of Households Eligible Amount for Base 
Funding 

<450 $1,500.00 

451-1000 $2,500.00 
1001-2000 $5,000.00 
2001-5000 $10,000.00 
5001-10000 $20,000.00 
>10000 $30,000.00 

 

Note: household data is retrieved from the Metropolitan Council’s most recent population 
estimates. These estimates are the official population and household estimates for state 
government purposes, including how local government aid (LGA) and local street aid allocations 
are determined. Previous year estimates are prepared the following year and certified by July 
15.  

2. Project funding: funding to develop and implement new or expanded recycling projects that 

encourage movement along the recycling continuum in the IMPROVED and ADVANCED 

categories, found on page 8. A municipality is eligible to receive $0.50/household/project. A 

municipality may qualify for up to four projects per year.  

3. Incentive funding: one-time special project funding for large purchases that cannot be covered 

with project funding. Incentive funding can be applied for after the February 29th grant 

application deadline so long as the municipality meets to discuss with PHE staff. Funding can be 

requested and utilized at any time during the 2024 grant cycle. 
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4. Shared Resource funding: this is targeted to fund collaborations among municipalities. 

Municipalities participating in shared resource funding must designate one municipality to act as 

representative and fiscal agent to be liaison with the county.  

IV. Eligible Expenses 
Grant funds are used for the following expenses and are subject to approval by PHE staff: 
 

1. Administrative (maximum of 75% of County grant funds) 

• Salary and legal costs of personnel only while directly working on, part time or full time, 
the planning, implementation and promotion of eligible activities.  

• Salaries, benefits and mileage for consultant services or temporary help with prior 
written approval from PHE and must be related to eligible activities.  

• County-approved educators, performers, and municipal staff who help implement 
required education activities using County toolkits and standardized messaging. 

2. Capital Expenses 

• Event recycling containers 

• Public space recycling containers 

• Recycling containers and education for municipally owned/operated buildings and 
internal spaces 

• Resident-only municipal food scraps drop-off site  
3. Public Education and Promotion* 

• Design, production, and distribution of flyers, brochures, newsletter articles, posters, 
advertisements, videos, billboards, audio (radio, video, television, theater), electronic 
(website and e-news) and other communication promotional items reaching at least 1% 
of a community’s population 

• Disseminating Washington County flyers, brochures, newsletters, posters, 
advertisements, videos, billboards, audio (radio, video, television, theatre) electronic 
(website and e-news) and other communication promotional items   

• Development of promotional materials for a community event such as a clean-up day or 
road clean up event 

• The percentage of cost for a municipality’s newsletter devoted to recycling 

• Environmental commissions and related expenses directly related to recycling and 
waste education (maximum of 25% of County grant funds) 

4. Singular Item Collection  

• Design, production, and distribution of flyers, brochures, newsletter articles, posters, 
advertisements, videos, billboards, audio (radio, video, television, theater), electronic 
(website and e-news) and other communication specific to the collection of a specific 
item or material.* 

• Disposal costs of items collected for recycling or reuse at special collection events  by an 
approved County vendor 

5. Other 

• Yard waste, recycling, or composting project 

• Reuse projects and promotion  

• Other expenses with prior written approval from the PHE 

 

*Municipalities should reference MN State Statute 16C.073 for purchasing of paper for print materials. 
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V. Ineligible Expenses 
Ineligible expenses are considered the following and subject to review by PHE:  
 

1. Permanent, single sort, year-round recycling drop-off locations 
2. Disposal expenses for community clean up events or road cleanup activities where specific items 

are not directed to recycling or reuse  
3. Expenses for non-waste abatement, such as energy or ground water  
4. Ongoing recycling or garbage service fees (collection, processing, transportation) 
5. Costs for office equipment and supplies 
6. Street sweeping expenses 
7. Beautification projects or rain gardens 
8. Lobbying and legal expenses 
9. Food or refreshments 
10. Funding currently budgeted or being provided by applicant 

 

VI. Standard List of Residential Curbside Recyclables to Be Collected Curbside for 
Single Sort Collection  
PHE created the list of standard recyclable materials to be collected curbside after researching current 
materials collected curbside by haulers as well as the availability of viable end markets for those 
materials. This list covers only the minimum materials recommended for residential curbside collection. 
A municipality may require the collection of additional recyclable materials. A municipality may choose 
how to enforce such as through ordinance or hauler licensing. The Standard List of Residential Curbside 
recyclables can be found at the link below.

This standard list of recyclables for single sort recycling collection will be periodically reviewed and 
updated by PHE as additional materials and end markets become available. PHE may add materials to 
this list and require municipalities to begin collection of the new materials within one year of receiving 
notification from the PHE.  
 

VII. Verification of Compliance with Minnesota Statute 115.471 and 115A.46 
Public Entities Law 
As a condition of eligibility for the Washington County Municipal Recycling Grant funds, pursuant to 
Minnesota Statutes 115A.46, subd. 5 and 115A.471, all waste generated by municipal government 
activities, including, but not limited to city/town halls, public works buildings, parks, etc., and waste 
arranged or waste contract for on behalf of its residents (such as organized garbage collection), must be 
managed in accordance with the County’s Solid Waste Management Plan and delivered to the 
Ramsey/Washington County Resource Recovery Facility in Newport for disposal.  Failure to comply with 
this provision shall constitute a breach of the Municipal Recycling Grant Agreement.   
 

VIII. Reporting 
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1. Hauler Reporting 
The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (the State) will collect tonnage reports directly from 
haulers on behalf of counties and municipalities. Reports will be collected on a quarterly basis 
and will have tonnage amounts for MSW/garbage, recycling and source separated organics 
listed for each county. To ensure data is provided to the State quarterly, municipalities are 
expected to continue their role in enforcing hauler compliance through existing ordinances, 
contracts or licenses with haulers. Municipalities are expected to exercise punitive actions, if 
needed. The final, compiled hauler reports will be available on the County’s Re-TRAC Connect 
system for municipality’s to view after the reporting period has closed.  

2. Annual Work Plan Project Status Reports 
Municipalities receiving funding through the Washington County municipal recycling grant 
program must complete annual work plan project status reports. The annual report is a measure 
of a municipality’s progress towards meeting components on the recycling continuum and on 
program expenditures. Annual reports must be completed by the municipality receiving the 
grant by January 31st of each year using the County’s Re-TRAC Connect system.  

• Work plan project status report:  
o project completion (yes/no) 
o performance measurements (minimum of 3 forms of measurement, as 

identified in work plan, should be reported)  
o description of information helpful to other municipalities desiring to replicate 

projects  
3. Final Program Expenditures Report 

Municipalities receiving funding through the Washington County municipal recycling grant 
program must complete final program expenditures report at the end of the grant term. Reports 
must be completed to receive funding in future grant cycles. Components to be included in the 
final report includes the following: 

• Program expenditures: Total program expenditures must equal total program revenue. 
o Administrative costs including 

1. Direct salaries 
2. Direct membership, training, subscriptions 
3. Consultant services and or temporary help 
4. Promotion 
5. Design, printing and postage 
6. Advertisements/Videos/Promotional items 
7. Special events  
8. Other (list and describe) 

o Capital Costs 
o Collection Costs (grant funds cannot be used for collection costs) 
o Other 

• For each line item on the report’s expenditures sheet, indicate: 

o Total County grant funds used 
o City/Township funds contributed 
o % of County grant used for particular line item 
o Total expenditures 

 

IX. Recycling Performance 
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A municipality’s performance will be evaluated based on information from the annual work plan project 
status reports, and reasonable effort towards reaching outcomes from work plan activities implemented 
and progression along the recycling continuum. PHE reserves the right to request documentation for 
information submitted. 
 
Failure by a municipality to demonstrate measurable progress towards one or more of the work plan 
goals will result in a Recycling Improvement Plan be submitted 90 days of being notified by PHE. The 
Plan must be negotiated with PHE and specify the efforts that will be undertaken by the municipality to 
improve its recycling program to achieve the identified goal in the work plan by implement strategies 
agreed upon by municipal staff and PHE. The plan should focus on components of the recycling 
continuum. Funding will be withheld until the municipality’s Plan is completed and approved by PHE. 
 

X. County Responsibilities 
The county will be responsible for the following:  
 

1. Grant documents  
PHE will provide the grant application and work plan by January 1st for each municipality to use 
to request grant funding and to develop project work plans. PHE will also provide the report for 
municipalities to report on their recycling program. Annual reports are available  year round.  

2. Meetings 

PHE staff will host quarterly recycling coordinator meetings and will make    
     meeting materials available on the City Recycling Resources webpage on the County’s   
  website. PHE staff will also coordinate individual work plan meetings with each municipality to  
  identify grant projects.   

3. Technical assistance  
PHE staff will help identify if and how additional technical assistance is needed.  

4. Payments 
Grant payment will be made in one installment, which is to be used for recycling program 
expenses in 2024. The payment will be made within 60 days of execution of the Recycling Grant 
Agreement.  

5. Recycling tonnages  
Recycling tonnages for each municipality will be collected by the Minnesota Pollution Control 
Agency (the State) from the community’s recycling hauler(s) on a bi-annual basis. Reports are 
available by request.   

6. Residential recycling survey 
If requested, PHE will develop a survey on residents’ recycling knowledge and behavior for 
municipalities to promote and distribute regularly.  

7. Online recycling information and best practices 
PHE will maintain the City Recycling Resources webpage on the County’s website for use by 
municipal staff to obtain information on recycling best practices, track recycling coordinator 
meetings and access templates and other educational information designed specifically for use 
by municipalities. 

8. Commercial Recycling 

PHE has a separate funding mechanism to promote and support recycling in the commercial 

sector. This program is called BizRecycling and more information can be found at 

www.bizrecycling.com.  

9. Recycling in multi-unit dwelling (4+ units) 
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PHE has a separate funding mechanism to promote and support recycling in multi-unit 

dwellings. More information and ways to access this program can be found on 

www.bizrecycling.com.

MnDOT is developing plans to complete State Project 8201-21, which includes the reconstruction of 1.8 

miles of Trunk Highway 97 from Hornsby Street NE to Forest Road. 

 

In accordance with Minnesota Statute 161.164, MnDOT has submitted the project’s Final Layout, 

identified as Layout No. 3B, S.P. 8201-21 and supporting materials, for City approval. 

 

The City’s approval (also referred to as Municipal Consent) is required for this project because it alters 

access by closing left turns at Falcon Avenue N, Floral Bay Drive N, and Forest Road, and requires 

acquisition of permanent rights of way from multiple properties along TH 97. 

 

The purpose of this project is to satisfy the transportation needs for the following project goals: 

• Reduce crashes in the project area so that the crash rate and severity rate are below the 

statewide rates for similar roadways. 

• Improve pavement and ride quality. 

• Improve vehicle mobility (i.e. reduce travel delays and congestion). 

• Improve and encourage the non-motorist to travel this corridor safely and provide a safe route 

to schools for the region. 

• Upgrade drainage infrastructure. 

 

The project will reconstruct the current 2-lane rural cross section to a divided 2-lane urban cross section 

with 6’ shoulders and an elevated median. The reconstructed roadway will also include: 

• Turn lanes along the corridor at Everton Avenue N, Falcon Avenue N, Floral Bay Drive N, Fondant 

Avenue N, Forest Road N, and a roundabout at Fenway Avenue N. 

• A multiuse trail connection from Hornsby Street NE to the Hardwood Creek Regional Trail.

BACKGROUND: 
In 2018, the Airport Commission recommended, and the City Council agreed to use the 
Minneapolis-St. Paul Area CPI-U, as opposed to the Midwest CPI, rate to determine the rent 
increases at the Forest Lake Airport. It was also noted at that time that lease rates had not 
been increased from 2008 to 2016.  Since 2020, staff had been taking the increase in CPI-U 
as of January in the even numbered years compared to the 12 months before in calculating 
the rate increase.   
 
Don Shipp attended the March 6th Airport Commission meeting and said the rate change 
should have been equal to the increase in Minneapolis-St. Paul Area CPI-U since 2008 to 
2024, not just the last 12 months.  He made reference to language in the lease agreement.  
While I didn’t review all 31 leases, I did review a few and would note that not all leases 
have the same language. However, the language from Don Shipp’s lease is as follows: 
It is understood and agreed that the rental rate herein specified shall be subject to 
reexamination and possible readjustment by majority vote of the Airport Commission 
during the March regular public meeting in any even - numbered year after year 2011 
during the period of this Lease, provided that any readjustment shall be reasonable. 
An increase in rates based on the percentage increase in the Consumer Price Index -
All Urban Consumers - Minneapolis St. Paul -shall be considered reasonable. 
 
At their March 6, 2024 meeting, the Airport Commission again recommended an increase 
consistent with the change in CPI-U as of January from the previous 12-month period as 
they did in 2022 and 2020.  
 
ISSUE BEFORE COUNCIL: 
Should the Council increase the lease rates as recommended by the Airport Commission 
and staff? 
 
PROPOSAL/ANALYSIS: 
Enclosed is the report from the Bureau of Labor Statistics which shows the January 2024 
CPI-U increase at 2.6%.  Based on this, staff and the commission are recommending that 
the lease rates at the airport for the next two years be adjusted to reflect the 2.6% 
increase.  The increase occurs mid-year this year until midyear 2026.

BACKGROUND: 

Over the past decade, Forest Lake Fire Departments request for service have increased significantly, 
with a 56% call increase from 2013 to 2023. Despite this surge in demand, our full-time staffing levels 
have remained unchanged. With future development and population projections indicating further 
increases, it is imperative that we address this staffing gap to maintain consistent and reliable 
emergency response services and administration functions.  In order to address the shortfalls, we are 
requesting the creation of two full-time firefighter positions. 

1. Training Captain: 

• Improves Training Consistency: A dedicated Training Captain will enhance training consistency and 
provide improved documentation, ensuring that all firefighters are adequately prepared to respond 
to emergencies. 

• Enhanced Leadership: Having a second level of leadership at the onset of calls will streamline 
operations and improve fire ground operations and safety. 

• Improved Response Time: By providing focused leadership and coordination, the Training Captain 
will contribute to faster and more efficient response to emergencies. 

• Assistance with Administrative Tasks: The Training Captain will also assist with administrative tasks, 
contributing to overall department efficiency. 

2. Firefighter Engineer: 

• Trained Engineer for Daytime Response: Introducing a Firefighter Engineer will ensure that we have 
a trained personnel capable of operating fire apparatus during daytime responses, improving 
operational readiness. 

• Enhanced Response Time: Having a designated Firefighter Engineer will expedite the deployment of 
firefighting equipment, leading to faster response times. 

• Assistance with Administrative Tasks: Similar to the Training Captain, the Firefighter Engineer will 
provide assistance with administrative tasks, contributing to overall department efficiency.

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The City of Forest Lake offers a variety of attractions, year-round recreational opportunities, shopping,
dining, and lodging, making it the perfect place for a day trip, a weekend stay, or as a base to explore the
northern Twin Cities, scenic St. Croix Valley, and Minnesota’s Lakes Region.

Forest Lake is a full-service community, home to many facilities enjoyed and used by the public. The
Washington County Library is valued by residents and students for its literary and research amenities.
Recreational facilities include the Forest Lake YMCA, three golf courses, and its many parks, lakes, local
and regional trails. The parks and trails system currently consists of 23 parks, 18 open spaces, and a trail
system comprised of nearly 16 miles of total trail connections. The Hardwood Creek Regional Trail runs
through the center of the Forest Lake along Highway 61.

Dear Mayor and Council: 

 

Bolton & Menk has further analyzed the Downtown Stormwater BMP project along North Shore Trail.  On 

March 13, 2024, Bolton & Menk discussed the project further with a local contractor to refine the scope of 

work for each option.  Between March 13th and March 22nd, 2024, Tim Olson and Chad Quigley met 

individually with available residents to discuss the potential options and modifications being presented to the 

City Council.  The three options include the following. 

 

 Option 1:  Correct the current work to the original design. 

 Option 2:  Correct the current work and adjust the side slopes to a 4 to 1 for easier maintenance. 

 Option 3:  Restore the area to its pre-construction condition. 

 

Each option impacts the potential treatment volume that can be used to offset economic development in the 

Downtown Area.  Option 1 provides the most volume, but residents may still object to the design.  Option 2 

creates an easier maintenance condition for the residents and still provides the City with offset treatment 

volume.  Option 3 restores the area to its original condition, but the City will lose all offset treatment volume.
